The financial statements have been prepared in accordance with Indian Generally Accepted Accounting Principles (“GAAP”)
under the historical cost convention on the accruals basis. GAAP comprises mandatory accounting standards as specified in
the Companies (Accounting Standards) Rules, 2006 & the relevant provisions of the Companies Act, 1956.

The preparation of financial statements requires estimates and assumptions to be made that affect the reported amount of
Assets and Liabilities on the date of the financial statements and the reported amount of revenues and expenses during the
reporting period. Difference between the actual results and estimates are recognized in the period in which the results are
known /materialized.

Fixed Assets are valued at cost net of CENVAT. Borrowing cost that is directly attributable to the acquisition or construction of
a qualifying asset is considered as part of the cost of that asset. Other borrowing costs are recognized as an expense in the
yearin which theyareincurred.

The depreciationis charged on the written down value method at the rate and in the manner specified under Schedule XIV of
the Companies Act, 1956. Assets costing upto Rs. 5,000 are fully depreciated in the year of purchase.

The contracts work-in-progress as at the end of the year is valued on percentage of completion method as detailed
hereunder:
